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OSSSL BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Call to Order:

President Duane Rueppel called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Secretary’s Report:

Secretary Marian Handa provided copies of the November 9, 2011 draft Board meeting minutes. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report:
Treasurer Chris Finck reported that the League has approximately $62k in its accounts. The annual insurance premium has been paid.

Vice President’s Report:
Vice President Cynthia Navarro reported that teams have been sending game cards to her old address.  Marian was asked to send a reminder to teams to turn in their game cards by December 31st.

President’s Report:
Duane reported that he has updated the League webpage that lists players looking for teams, and he noted that many of these players are women. 

Registrar’s Report:

Registrar Julie Johnson reported that she has submitted approximately $175 in registration fees to Chris.  She spoke with a woman player who is willing to assist Hayward City Rep Ian McLean with the Hayward teams.  Duane pointed out that Hayward needs a female City Rep. Julie will follow up with her.

Standing Committee Reports:

Disciplinary Committee

Disciplinary Committee Chair Rich Cortez reported that the Disciplinary Committee acted on the following 5 red cards:

· Union City Aztecs player Diane Romero received a 3-game suspension for receiving a 2nd yellow card for dissent in a November 13 game between the Union City Aztecs and Livermore Sharpshooters.
· Livermore Pumas player Salvador Reyes received a 4-game suspension for receiving a 2nd yellow card for foul language toward a referee in a November 13 game between the Livermore Pumas and Fremont Team Adidas.

· Aztecs player Oswaldo Soriano received a 9-game suspension for fighting, and Deportivo player/manager Jorge Reyes received a 12-game suspension for fighting, in a November 18 Masters Division game between the Deportivo and the Aztecs.

· Fremont Team Adidas player Scott Marshall received a 2-game suspension for receiving a 2nd yellow card for dissent, in a November 20 game between the Team Adidas and Fremont Angels.
Rich reported that there is one red card still pending from the Masters Division.

Members of the Board commented on excessively rough play and foul language by some teams.  Members were encouraged to send letters to the Disciplinary Committee, describing the incidents.  If the Disciplinary Committee receives repeated complaints about a team, the Board may monitor the team’s games.
Referee Improvement Committee – Board members discussed the increased level of rough play and foul language during games, and discussed the team managers’ role in regulating this behavior.  It was suggested that a reminder be sent to teams that the OSSSL is a recreational league.
Tournament Committee - No report.

Masters Division Committee

Masters Division Committee Chair Jeff Johnson reported that the next Masters Division session will begin the second Friday in January.  He checked the availability of the HARD fields, but no fields are available on Friday.  The Board discussed ways to accommodate additional teams in the Masters Division, including locating more fields.
Social Committee

Social Committee Member Gloria Ibarra reported that the Committee gave Chris an accounting of the Halloween dance, and $640 was returned to the League.  A total of 133 tickets were sold for the event.
City Rep Reports:
Castro Valley—Castro Valley City Rep Jeff Johnson reported that he will be submitting his field reservation for next season.
Fremont—Alternate Fremont City Rep Jim Sajadi reported that one makeup game will be played on December 18 in Fremont, between the Fremont Specials and Hayward Shakers.  He reported on the shortage of referees for Fremont games, primarily due to illness.

Fremont City Rep Alex Sweet reported that Fremont has only one field reserved at Sylvester Harvey for the spring session, as the other field has been reserved for cricket. 

The Board discussed ideas for locating another spring field for Fremont.  Chris suggested using some of the profits from the Fremont Tournament to pay for the use of a field.
Hayward—No City Rep.

Livermore—Duane reported that one makeup game is scheduled in Livermore this weekend.

Newark—No report.

Oakland/Alameda—No City Rep.

Union City—Union City Rep Gloria Ibarra reported there are no makeup games scheduled in Union City.

Old Business:

Duane requested that Rich solicit input from the Disciplinary Committee on the send-off guidelines.  The guidelines will be simplified, and definitions added for clarity.

Jeff suggested eliminating the non-FIFA guidelines.  Rich suggested adding to the send-off report a place for the referee to include a suggested penalty (number of games).  Duane suggested incorporating standard USSF terminology, and creating a new send-off report.  Rich will create a draft send-off report, incorporating the ideas provided.
